The Fourth grade teachers will work with students and their
families to support student success in math and literacy. We
will work with students and families in the following ways:

1. By keeping an AVID binder for math and literacy to help
them review the concepts that are taught throughout the
year.

2. By supplying parents with student created materials that
focus on basic math facts, literacy and math vocabulary.

3. By reading on their level for a minimum of 15 minutes
daily.

4. By hosting a math and literacy events which will
concentrate on math and literacy concepts in 4th grade.

5. In the classroom to include AVID binders and model 2
column notes for all subjects that are taught throughout the
year.

AT HOME
Burnett Elementary School parents joined staff to develop
ideas about how families can support students’ success in
math and literacy. Some of our key at-home activities will be:

1. Check class dojo for communication as well as utilize the
resources that have been provided by the classroom teacher
to review the concepts that are taught in class.

2. Provide a quiet place for my child to read for a minimum of
15 minutes daily.

3. To attempt to attend the math and literacy events to get
ways to better assist my child. If I can’t attend, I will contact
my child’s teacher.

4. Iwill review the AVID binders/agendas with my child
nightly and have conversations about the curriculum.
